Dear BAPTC&B  members,

Thinking that at least some of you would be interested to know the development of events  following the recently concluded symposium, I am tempted to share two 
important messages: the first is from the Distinguished Professor Dr. 
Ananda Chakrabarty and the second from Dr. Abu Siddiqui, (a Senior 
Research Scientist at Johnson & Johnson Co. Pennsylvania), who is not only 
an expert in some of the fields mentioned below but has offered his help 
in teaching these courses every year during his visit to BD.

Prof. Ananda says that we need to have a dedicated and powerful political 
leader of the stature of Mrs. Indira Gandhi to take interest and support 
our cause to build up and strengthen the industrial and economic base of 
BD. He regrets that  “no politician has shown this type of interest and 
dedication to help develop new technologies in BD.” We did have a Dhaka 
University Prof-cum- politician in the Ministry of S&T. Unfortunately, he 
failed miserably because he was not dedicated and his interest in S&T was 
diluted and divided between the scientific progress of the country and his 
own personal agenda. May I appeal to GNOBB members to suggest modus 
operandi as to how BAS may be persuaded to  “actively work to elect only 
those politicians who have made firm commitments to promote S&T in BD.”

EXCERPT FROM THE EMAIL OF Prof. ANANDA
“I appreciate your frustration over the inaction by the BD Government to 
promote science and technology in order to help develop BD's industrial 
and economic base.  You may recall that much of  the progress of India in 
this regard was due to Mrs. Indira Gandhi who took a personal interest in 
promoting S&T in India, helping attract a component of ICGEB in New Delhi,  creating the National Biotechnology Board and giving the Board enough 
resources and freedom to enhance its promotion of indigenous technology development and access to new technologies.  It is a shame that  no politician in BD has shown this type of interest and dedication to help develop new technologies in BD.  No amount of International Conferences will help if the Government shows no interest in implementing the various recommendations made by expert bodies.
I hope the BAS will actively work to elect only those politicians who have 
made firm commitments to promote S&T in  BD.”

Coming to the second email, Dr Abu siddiqui, a Senior Research Scientist 
at Johnson & Johnson, Pennsylvania), who is not only an expert in some of 
the fields discussed in the last symposium but has offered his help in 
teaching the following courses every year during his visit to BD.

Introduction of this course, I believe, will draw students from 
neighboring countries bringing name, fame and revenues enriching our 
foreign reserve.
